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()"flood plain” means such area of River Gangaitsrtributaries which comes under water on eithde ®f it due to
floods corresponding to its greatest flow or witfhomd of frequency once in hundred years;

(m)"Ghat” means sloping part at Bank of River Gangds tributaries with artificially constructeteps or sloping piece
of land used for providing easy human access tematRiver Ganga or its tributaries and includeage of such parts
for religious or other related purposes;

(n)"local authority” includes Panchayati raj ingtibns, municipalities, a district board, cantontiepard, town planning
authority or Zila Parishad or any other body orhauty, by whatever name called, for the time beimgested by law,
for rendering essential services or with the cdrimal management of civic services, within a spedifocal area;

(u)’River Ganga” means the entire length of sixdisaeams in the State of Uttarakhand namely, Rivdakananda,
Dhauli Ganga, Nandakini, Pinder, Mandakini and Bisgi starting from their originating glaciers tgptheir respective
confluences at Vishnu Prayag, Nand Prayag, KargdgraRudra Prayag, and Dev Prayag as also the stexim of the
river thereafter up to Ganga Sagar including Pra&Bajgand includes all its tributaries;

(za) “specified District” means an area of evenstiict abutting the River Ganga, being within aiwadof fifteen
kilometers of the Ganga River Bank or its tribwtarin the States of Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhditdy Pradesh,
Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Bihar, Jharkhandyafiar Rajasthan, West Bengal and the National &apérritory of
Delhi and such other States, having major tribataaf the River Ganga as referred to in this Order;

(viii) the aquatic and riparian biodiversity in River Gamasin shall beegenerated and conserved;

(ix) the bank of River Ganga and its flood plain shwl construction free Zone to reduce pollution sesirc
pressures and to maintain its natural ground watdrarge functions;

(x) the public participation in rejuvenation, protecti@nd managemenmntyision and enforcement of any
regulation, standard, effluent limitation plan, or programme for rejuvenation, protection and management
shallbe encouraged and made an integral part of processes and practices of

River Ganga rejuvenation, protectiod amnagement.

(2)National Mission for Clean Ganga may, havingareigto the needs of the people of the country, achs in
technology and socio economic conditions of thepfeeand to preserve the rich heritage of nationahmosite culture,
specify additional principles in addition to thenmiples specified under sub-paragraph (1).

5.Ecological flow of water in River Ganga to be maitained. — (1) Every State Government, shall endeavonsuee
that uninterrupted flows of water are maintaine@lhatimes in River Ganga as required under clgigeof paragraph

(4).

(2) Every State Government shall also endeavordmtain adequate flow of water in River Ganga iffiedeént seasons
to enable River Ganga to sustain its ecologicadgrity and to achieve the goal, all concerned aiitbs shall take
suitable actions in a time bound manner.

(3) For the purposes of this paragraph, the aveflageof water shall be determined by such Hydrgl@@bservation
Stations at such points of the River Ganga, aslmagpecified by the National Mission for Clean Gang

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6. Prevention, control and abatement of environmemat pollution in River Ganga and its tributaries.- (1) No person
shall discharge, directly or indirectly, any untezhor treated sewage or sewage sludge into ther Rdanga or its
tributaries or its banks:

Provided that where a local authority does not hawvethe date of commencement of this Order, seyeesgheme or
infrastructure for collection, storage, transpaotatand disposal of sewage or sewage sludge oriafrastructure is not
functional on the said date in an area abuttingRiver Ganga or its tributaries, every such loedharity shall, within a
period, specified by National Mission for Clean @arfrom the date of commencement of this Ordergligvsuch
infrastructure or make such infrastructure fundipras the case may be, for collection, storagmsportation and
disposal of sewage in the territorial area of t@al authority.

(2) No person shall discharge, directly or indilgcany untreated or treated trade effluent andustrial waste, bio-
medical waste, or other hazardous substance hetRiver Ganga or its tributaries or on their banks

this Order, industrial effluent treatment schemendrastructure for collection, storage, transptiota and disposal of
trade effluents industrial waste, bio-medical wagir other hazardous substance, etc. or suchsinfraure is not
functional on the said date in an area abuttingRier Ganga or its tributaries, every such industr industrial area
management shall, within a period so specified bg National Mission for Clean Ganga from the dafe o
commencement of this Order, develop such infragiracor make such infrastructure functional, ascdge may be, for
collection, storage, transportation and disposatrafle effluent and industrial waste, bio-mebdivaste, or other
hazardous substance in the jurisdiction of thei$tny or industrial area management.

(3) No person shall construct any structure, whegl@emanent or temporary for residential or comna¢@r industrial
or any other purposes in the River Ganga, BanRigér Ganga or its tributaries or active flood plairea of River
Ganga or its tributaries:

Provided that in exceptional circumstances likeuratcalamities or religious events at traditioleadations, temporary
structures can be raised after prior permissiothefNational Mission for Clean Ganga acting throtiyh State Ganga
Committee and the District Ganga Committee:

Provided further that in case any such construdtiasm been completed, before the commencementoOttder, in the

River Bank of River Ganga or its tributaries orieetflood plain area of River Ganga or its tribigar the National

Mission for Clean Ganga shall review such consioust so as to examine as to whether such consinsctire causing
interruption in the continuous flow of water or juion in River Ganga or its tributaries, and iittbe so, it shall cause
for removing them.

(4) No person shall do any act or carry on anygmiopr process or activity which, notwithstandinigether such act has
been mentioned in this Order or not, has the effecausing pollution in the River Ganga.

(5) It shall be the duty of the National Missiorr f8lean Ganga, every Specified State Ganga Conemittespecified
District Ganga Protection Committee, local authyoend all other authorities and persons to dissaeteinvidely and
bring to public notice, using various means, infation captured in reports and the aforesaid measurghe local
language in every village, town, city and otheragrabutting River Ganga and its tributaries.

7. Emergency measures in case of pollution of RiveBanga or its tributaries --- If any poisonous, noxious or
polluting matter is present or has entered intoRiver Ganga due to any accident or other unforeaetor event, and it
is necessary or expedient to take immediate adti@nNational Mission for Clean Ganga shall takenediate action for
carrying out such operations or direct for carrymgt such operations by the specified State Gangandttee or
specified District Ganga Committee or local auttyoor any other authority or Board or Corporatias,it may consider
necessary for all or any of the following purposeanely; -

(a)the manner of removing the matter from River @aand disposing it off in such a manner as it spgcify, as also,
for carrying out such operations as is considepmapriate for mitigation or removal of any paibn caused by such
matter;

(b) issuing directions restraining or prohibitingyaperson concerned from discharging any poisgnoagious or
polluting matter in the River Ganga;

(c) undertaking any additional work or functionsnagy be necessary to address such emergency.

8. Power to issue directions. -The National Mission for Clean Ganga shall, in #eercise of its powers and
performance or its functions under this Order,éssuch directions in writing as it may consideressary for abatement
of pollution and rejuvenation, protection and maragnt of the River Ganga to the concerned authanityocal
authority or other authorities or Board or Corpmnator person and they shall be bound to complf sitch directions.

9. Ganga safety audit Every District Ganga Committee shall cause@amga safety audit to be carried out by such
Ganga Safety Auditors within such time frame amdiccordance with such protocols as may be specliiy the
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National Mission for Clean Ganga for the area @& River Ganga abutting such district and forwarl ¢bpy of the
report of such safety audit along with remedialcaactaken thereon to the concerned State Ganga @teenand the
National Mission for Clean Ganga, which shall takgropriate action thereon, if required.

10. Pollution in River Ganga and its tributaries tobe monitored.- (1) The pollution in River Ganga and its tribuésri
shall be monitored by the National Mission for @le@anga on its own or by directions through vari®ate and
Central Government agencies by use of satelliteggnaand other remote sensing technologies as agefphysical
stations, online monitoring and independent agesnaie periodicity to be specified by it.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of sub-paragréph the Central Government may assign the funatibmonitoring
of pollution in River Ganga and its tributaries day other agency or body or direct, having regarchdvances in
technology, to monitor the aforesaid pollution ifvé® Ganga and its tributaries by adopting any otleehnique or
method, as may be specified in the direction.

11. Constitution of National Council for Rejuvenatbn, Protection and Management of River Ganga. With effect

from the date of commencement of this Order, thavall be constituted an authority by the name tocdléed the
National Council for Rejuvenation, Protection andidgement of River Ganga, (hereinafter in this Ocadled as the
National Ganga Council) for the purposes of the #&ud to exercise powers and discharge functiorspesified in this
Order and the Act.

(4) The National Ganga Council may consult expars expert organisations or institutions in thddfief river
rejuvenation, river ecology and river managemewdrdlogy, environmental engineering, social mohifisn and other
relevant fields.

(5) The Headquarter of the National Ganga Coutaillde at New Delhi or at such other place asay nhecide.
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(6) The National Ganga Council shall have its Saci& in the National Mission for Clean Ganga.

(7) The Central Government in the Ministry of WaResources, River Development and Ganga Rejuvenatiall
serve as the nodal Ministry.

13. Dissolution of National Ganga River Basin Authority--- (1) On and from the date of constitution o tRational
Ganga Council in paragraph 11, the National GangarMBasin Authority constituted by Notification tife Ministry of
Water Resources, River Development and Ganga Redtiom, nhumber S.O 2539 (E), dated th& September 2014
shall stand dissolved.

(2) All things done or omitted to be done or agsidaken or any money spent or authorised to bt §gethe National
Ganga River Basin Authority before such dissolutisimall be deemed to have been done or taken urer
corresponding provisions of this Order.

(g) any other activity which contravenes the ptes laid out in paragraph 4 which the National $¥ia for Clean
Ganga may specify.

43. Financial framework.- (1) The budgetary allocation shall be utilisedthg National Mission for Clean Ganga for
meeting expenses in connection with the dischafggs éunctions, objects and purposes and establstht expenditure:
Provided that the money received by way of grdotms and borrowings shall be expended for theifsp@urpose for
which such grants, loans and borrowings have beegived.

(2) The National Mission for Clean Ganga shall rta&im proper accounts and other relevant recordspredare an
annual expenditure statement.

(3)The audit of National Mission for Clean Gangaamts shall be done by the Comptroller and AuedB@eneral of
India and after completion of annual audit, theitagency shall furnish annual audit certificate.

(4)The affairs of National Mission for Clean Gargjwll be subject to the control of Central VigilarGommission and
there shall be a Vigilance Officer to look aftegilance related matters.

(5) The annual expenditure statement with the anaghiort shall be forwarded annually to the EmpoweFask Force,
and the Central Government for being laid befochddouse of Parliament.

44. Engagement of legal expertsFhe National Mission for Clean Ganga shall haveppr legal set up for which it
may engage legal experts, consultants and legas fais may be necessary for advising it on legatemsaand providing
support for discharging its duties.

45. Scrutiny of reports.-All the reports relating to its activities and refsoreceived from the State Ganga Committees,
District Ganga Committees, local authority, Boa@hrporation or any person shall be scrutinisedth®y National
Mission for Clean Ganga and placed by it along viithviews on the matters mentioned in such repefore the
National Ganga Council for soliciting its guidartbereon, if required.

46. Consolidated report of Ganga Safety audit.The National Mission for Clean Ganga shall prepard submit a
consolidated report of the Ganga safety auditsieéiRGanga to the National Ganga Council along wlith remedial
action taken thereon and also make available time $a public domain and exhibit the same at itssiteb

47. Powers of National Mission for Clean Ganga toatl for information, conduct inspection, publish reports, etc.-
(1) Where the National Mission for Clean Ganga wers it expedient so to do under section 5 ofAbg it may, by
order in writing.-

(a) call upon any State Ganga Committees, DisBatga Protection Committees, local authority, othehority, Board,

Corporation or person, who has been allotted anjept for execution or connected with such progacttilisation of

funds, at any time, to furnish in writing or makahjfic for dissemination such information or expltima relating to such
project allotted for execution or executed or séition of fund allotted as the National Mission €@lean Ganga may
require; or

(b)appoint one or more persons or any authorityntke an inquiry in relation to project allotted fexecution or
executed or utilisation of fund allotted; or

(c) direct any of its officers or employees or tfficers or employees of the Central Governmertate Government or
any other authority to inspect the books of accauntther documents of the State Ganga Commit2isgict Ganga
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Committees, local authority, other authority, Boatdrporation or person related to any projecttitbfor execution or
executed or utilisation of funds; or

(d) require any person, officer, State Governmerauthority to furnish to it any reports, retursgtistics, accounts and
other information and such person, officer, State€nment or other authority shall be bound to@o s

48. Financing and implementation model.—The National Mission for Clean Ganga shall develad constantly refine
financial models that would improve the performaacel sustainability of projects, and which can Hepded by the
State Ganga Committees, District Ganga Committles| authority, other authority or person for temaent of
pollution and rejuvenation, protection and manageroéthe River Ganga.

49. Preparation of consolidated reports.{1) The National Mission for Clean Ganga shall,tiba basis of the reports
and other information forwarded by the State Ga@gamittees, District Ganga Committees, local alities; other
authorities, Board, Corporation or person, preao®nsolidated report every year indicating theneirespect of each
specified District abutting River Ganga and itbutaries.-

(a) the status of the plans being executed and unesmsaken by them and any other activity relatmghe health of
River Ganga and its tributaries;

(b) the quality of water in River Ganga and itbtitaries and remedial action in respect thereof;
(c) any interruption of water in the River Ganga aeasons therefor;
(d) condition of River Bed and flood plains and itathin the specified District;

(e) remedial measures taken on the complaints vedefrom public by the District Ganga Committee local
authorities;

(f) threats remaining to be addressed by then reitiedial action proposed therefor;
(g9) report if any as reported by Ganga safety austit
(h) all other information relevant about the healtiiRiver Ganga and its tributaries.

(2) The National Mission for Clean Ganga shall sittantonsolidated report referred to in sub-panplyr@d) after review
thereof to the Empowered Task Force along with that@ction thereof.

50. Annual report.- (1) The National Mission for Clean Ganga shall,hivitthree months of the end of every year,
prepare an annual report of all work undertakerittand by the Empowered Task Force on River Gatlya,State
Ganga Committees, District Ganga Committees, cowckiocal authorities, other authorities, Boardypooation or
persons during the immediately preceding year.

(2) The National Mission for Clean Ganga shall e under separate parts in its annual reportregfeo in sub-
paragraph (1), all works undertaken by it and thgp&wered Task Force on River Ganga, the State Gments, the
State Ganga Committees, District Ganga Committe@s;erned local authorities, other authorities, rBp&orporation
or person, and forward the said annual reported\thational Ganga Council and the Central Governraadtalso make
available in public domain and exhibit at its wébsi

51. Constitution of Committees.-The National Mission for Clean Ganga may, conditohe or more River Ganga
Management Committees from amongst its memberssacid experts in the field of rivers or water améy consider
appropriate for the efficient discharge of its ftioos under this Order.

52. Soliciting guidance.dn case any difficulty arises in implementing demis of the National Ganga Council or the
provisions of this Order, it shall be duty of thatdnal Mission for Clean Ganga to solicit the guide of the National
Ganga Council and take appropriate action accolgling

53. Constitution of District Ganga Protection Commitees.-(1) The Central Government shall immediately affter
commencement of this Order, in consultation witha@ned State Ganga Committee, by notification titoms, in every
specified District abutting River Ganga and itbutaries in the States mentioned in paragraphe2;District Ganga
Committees” for the prevention, control and abatenoé environmental pollution in the River Ganga.

(2) Every District Ganga Committee in each spedifigstrict shall consist of the following membengmely:-

(a) the District Collector in the specified Distric - Chairperson, ex-officio;

(b) not more than two nominated representative®s fidunicipalities and Gram Panchayats of the spastiDistrict
nominated by the State Government. - Members;
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(c) one representative each of the Public Worksgdtion, Public Health Engineering, and Rural Ry Water
Departments, and State Pollution Control Board wayln the specified District abutting River Gartgabe nominated
by the District Collector - Member, ex-ofti;

(d) two environmentalists associated with River @aprotection activities and one representativied! industry

association in the specified District to be nomadalby the District Collector - Members,;
(e) one Divisional Forest Officer of the specifiBibtrict - Member, ex-officio
(f) one District official to be nominated by thedirict Collector. - Member;

(2) The District Collector shall be the Chairpersifrthe District Ganga Committee and the DivisioRakest Officer
shall be the Convener of the District Ganga Conamitt

(3) The District Ganga Committees shall meet ahgimes and at such places as the Chairpersomb€Ciiimmittee may
decide and exercise such powers and functions gdeaonferred under this Order:

Provided that at least one meeting of tieri@t Ganga Committee shall be held every threatis.

(4) A non ex-officio member may resign his officg giving notice in writing thereof to the Centrab®rnment or to
the District Collector concerned, as the case neayahd shall cease to be a member on his resigragiog accepted by
the Government or the District Collector concerrasithe case may be.

54. Superintendence, direction and control of Disict Ganga Committee.- The superintendence, direction and
control of the management of the District Ganga @dttee (including financial and administrative neas) shall,
notwithstanding anything contained in this Ordexstvin the National Mission for Clean Ganga whichyrbe exercised
by it either directly or through the State Gangan@uttee or any of its officer or any other authpspecified by it.

55. Functions and powers of District Ganga Committes.- (1) Every District Ganga Committee shall discharge
functions and exercise powers for rejuvenation,tqution, restoration and rehabilitation of Riverng@a and its
tributaries in each specified District as laid muparagraph 6 and 7 as per the principles spgekifi paragraph 4.

(2) In particular, and without prejudice to the gmlity of the provisions of sub-paragraph (1) fejuvenation and
protection and restoration or rehabilitation of d&pd areas abutting River Ganga and its tribwgan@ subject to other
provisions of this Order and rules made thereurglary District Ganga Committee shall have theofsihg powers and
functions in relation to River Ganga and its tréyigs abutting in the area in specified Distrietmely:-

(a) identifying activities which may be threatstle area of specified District abutting the RiGanga for protection of
River Ganga and its tributaries or its River bed araking a plan for remedial action and take realealition in respect
thereof;

(b) taking remedial action at its own end for potiten of River Ganga and its tributaries or its &ibed abutting in the
specified District (excluding enforcement of theyisions of this Order)

(c) in the event of its inability to take remediattion, reporting (electronically as well as by dieg written
communication in hard copy) to the National MissionClean Ganga and concerned State Governmen§tdie Ganga
Committee, as the case may be, for issue of dinedidr protection of River Ganga and to formulafgrapriate
management or remedial actions.

(d) taking suitable administrative and other measuto give effect to the provisions of this Orderas to prevent the
environmental pollution in the River Ganga andriitsutaries, not being inconsistent with the pravis of this Order, or
any law for the time being in force.

(3) In case, the District Ganga Committee is ofdp@ion that any contravention has been made ybémer law for the
time being in force or in respect of provisiongtig Order, it shall take appropriate action inadance with the law for
the time being in force.

(4) The District Ganga Committee shall take allrsemergency measures as specified in paragraph 7.

56. Designation of Nodal Officer.-(1) Every District Ganga Committee shall nominat Nodal Officer for the
purposes of this Order -

(a) the Sarpanch of Gram Sabha of every villaghérareas abutting the River Ganga and its trimsar
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(b) in case of an area, not being village abuttirgRiver Ganga, the Chairperson of Municipalitgrifling Committee
or Metropolitan Planning Committee or Chairpersdrany local authority, as the Chairperson of thetiit Ganga
Committee.

(2) Every Nodal Officer nominated under sub-paagbr(1) shall take measures to prevent the potiufoRiver Ganga
and its tributaries and take remedial action fatgetion of River Ganga and its tributaries or th&iver bed abutting in
such village or other area, as the case may behich he is the Nodal Officer and in case of hiufa to do so, he shall
report the violation of this Order to the Chairper®f the District Ganga Committee for remedialatt

(3) After receipt of the report under sub-paragréph the Chairperson of the District Ganga Comemitshall take
remedial action for protection of River Ganga erRiver bed abutting the specified District.

57. Preparation of plans.-(1) Every District Ganga Committee shall prepasepian for protection of River Ganga and
its tributaries and their River bed abutting theafied District and submit the same to the Natidvission for Clean
Ganga for its approval.

(2) The plan under sub-paragraph (1) shall inclideactivities to be undertaken by the District GaCommittee for
protection, control and abatement of environmeptdiution in River Ganga and its tributaries andittRiver Bed area
abutting the specified District which may be recoemated by the State Government, State Ganga Coramjittee
National Mission for Clean Ganga, any other authjosr Board and the expenditure involved for sutdnpand time
within which such activities shall be completed.

58. Preparation of budget and maintenance of accats.- Every District Ganga Committee shall prepare itddai
for every financial year indicating therein the disnrequired and purposes for which such funds $leaBpent and the
time limit within which the activity mentioned ifé budget shall be completed and submit to condeBtate Ganga
Committee under intimation to National Mission folean Ganga and such Committee shall ensure progietenance
of accounts as directed by National Mission forabl€&anga, for audit by the Comptroller and AudiBanreral of India
or any other agency appointed by the Comptrollet Anditor-General of India and such accounts sbhallubject to
inspection by National Ganga Council, National Missfor Clean Ganga, State Ganga Committee or dnther
appointed entities.

59. Monthly and annual reports.- (1) Every District Ganga Committee shall, submitntidy and annual reports to the
National Ganga Council, National Mission for Cléaanga and State Ganga Committee as directed bgridatlission
for Clean Ganga within specified timelines.

(2) In addition to the annual report referred tositb-paragraph (1), the District Ganga Committesd| $brnish to the
National Mission for Clean Ganga at such time anduch form and manner it may direct to furnishhsother returns,
statements and other particulars in regard to aoggsed or existing programme for the River GangsiiBPlan for the
abutting area in the specified District.

60. Budget allocation.- The National Mission for Clean Ganga shall coidsdé and prepare the budget requirement
and submit the same to the Ministry of Water ResesirRiver Development and Ganga Rejuvenation.

61. Direction by Central Government.-Notwithstanding anything contained in this Ordérshall be lawful for the
Central Government to issue directions in writingthe Ministries or Departments of the Governmehindia, or the
State Government or the State Ganga Committee$Jatienal Mission for Clean Ganga or District Garg@mmittees,
or local authority or other authority or statutdsgdies or any of its officers or employees, as dhse may be, to
facilitate or assist in the rejuvenation, protectand management of River Ganga and its tributémiesich manner as it
may direct, and such Ministry or Department or Awity or Mission or Board, Committee or Governmentstatutory
body, officer or employee shall be bound to conwaith such directions.

62. Making of complaint under section 19 of thé\ct.- All the authorities constituted under this Ordertlogir
officers authorised by such authorities may makmplaint before the court under section 19 of thé s taking
cognizance of any offence under the said section.

63. Order to be in addition to other laws.-The provisions of this Order are without prejudioethe discharge of
functions by any local authority or other authoritiy Board or corporation or any person for takingasures for the
purposes of effective abatement of pollution ajdvenation of the River Ganga and its protectiod aanagement and
any other law for the time being in force.
